My Dear People, 
 
 As we celebrate the events of Holy Week, the passion, death and 
resurrection of the Lord and learn of the infinite love that God has for us, we 
appreciate more deeply that our faith is a great gift.   But it is a gift that must be 
shared with others – with our children, our family members, our fellow 
parishioners, and all whom we meet.

 The Diocese of Santa Rosa has been blessed by priests from other 
countries who come to evangelize, from Mexico, Kenya, Nigeria, India, Ireland, 
Sri Lanka, Dominican Republic and Nicaragua.   Presently we in the Diocese of 
Santa Rosa have a priest shortage but that does not eliminate our responsibilities 
to the mission to the nations.  I hope and pray in the not too distant future we as 
a local Church can send missionaries to other lands to share the wonderful faith 
that has been given to us. 
 I pray that the Risen Lord will help all of us to fulfill our responsibilities to 
share of great faith with others here and throughout the world.
